Most of the prerequisite courses for the Film Pathway are taken care of in the first year. The General Education requirements are
distributed throughout the four semesters to allow students to begin taking their film/media courses in the first semester. A
broad-based foundation is provided that includes screenwriting, directing, editing, cinematography, and all aspects of
production in narrative and documentary film. In addition, students also engage in the historical and contemporary trends in
media and can select from additional electives in Mass Communications, Digital Media, Film and Photography to complete their
basic studies in preparation for University transfer.

Students must meet the foreign language requirement of having completed two sequential foreign language courses in high
school or at the postsecondary level (8 semester hours). Foreign language requirement has not been built into A.A. transfer
pathway and will be additional requirement, if needed, prior to completion of Associate of Arts degree.
